Visiting Professorship Programme Governance in China
Call for Application

Since its establishment, Sciences Po has positioned itself as one of the foremost research institutions in social sciences in Europe. It also appears as leader in training top managers and executives in the public and private sector. Sciences Po has a well established commitment to the study of contemporary China through the CERI (Centre d’Etudes et de Recherches Internationales) and the Global Public Policy Program in China run in cooperation with Columbia University, the London School of Economics and Political Science and Peking University. 

As part of its strategy to train students to governance issues with a global perspective, and to develop advanced knowledge of China within its own curriculum, Sciences Po inaugurates a visiting professorship programme on Governance in China, to start in 2007-2008. This position is to be filled by scholars in economics, political science, sociology, law, or other social sciences disciplines, with a strong research interest and teaching credentials in Chinese government and public policy. The selected candidate will be able to communicate his expertise on policy issues and policy-making in emerging countries on the basis of the Chinese case. 

The visiting Professor will be offered office space, access to the Library, research centres and seminars, and other Sciences Po’facilities. He will be asked to teach at the graduate and/or undergraduate levels, and to present his own work in research seminars. He will also be requested to provide guidance to individual students. 

Eligibility, requirements and salary

Applicants preferably come from Chinese universities and demonstrate excellence in scholarly work on policy-making in the PRC. Capacity to teach in English or French is essential. 
The position is to be filled for one semester. Applicants need to indicate their wish to come during the first semester (September-January) or second semester (February-July) 2007-2008. 

The salary range is between 3,100 and 3,900 Euros per month, commensurate with qualification and experience. A special allowance of 1,500 Euros is provided for travel expanses. Sciences Po does not cover costs for accommodation in Paris. 
In obedience with French legislation, applicants aged over 65 at the time of recruitment cannot be considered.

Application requirements

Applications must be written in English. They include a full curriculum vitae, a selection of three publications, a detailed teaching proposal, and a description of research project if appropriate. 

The selection committee meets in April.
